BY-LAWS

Of

CENTRAL CONNECTICUT MAGICIANS ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE 1

Organization

Section 1.    The name of the organization shall be Central Connecticut Magicians Association.

Section 2.    The organization shall comprised members of Society of American Magicians, 

Bill Greenough Assembly No. 21, and International Brotherhood of Magicians, 

Bill  Smyth Ring No. 278. 

Section 3.    The goals of the organization are to promote fellowship among those who are interested in  

         the art of magic, and to foster, promote and improve the advancement of the magical arts

         through all legal means under the laws of the State of Connecticut.

ARTICLE 2

Membership

Section 1.    Membership in the Central Connecticut Magicians Association (hereafter referred to CCMA)  

                    shall be open to any person sixteen years of age or older who is seriously interested in the art 

                    of magic. Such candidate must meet membership criteria and belong to either S.A.M.   

                    Bill Greenough Assembly No. 21 (hereafter Assembly 21), I.B.M. Bill Smyth Ring 

                    No. 278 (hereafter Ring 278) or both. No person shall be denied membership in CCMA

                    purely on the basis of race, color, gender, religion or national origin. When unaffiliated 

                    prospects contact the CCMA regarding membership the appropriate officer shall offer them  

                    applications for both S.A.M. and I.B.M., however, this does not apply to independently 

                    acquired members solicited by Assembly 21 or Ring 278.

Section 2.    Members shall annually be assessed membership dues, the payment of which shall be a 

                    condition of continued membership in CCMA. The annual dues shall be determined by the 

                    officers of CCMA and are due at the September meeting of each year. Any member who fails 

                    to pay dues within three months of September shall be automatically dropped from the 

                    membership roster of CCMA, Assembly 21 and Ring 278.

Section 3.    There will be two classes of membership. A class one member will be voted in by a unanimous 

                    decision of the CCMA officers and shall be considered a life-member and not subject to annual 

                    local dues. A class two member shall be a member in good standing and subject to annual dues 

                    so determined by the officers. All members shall have the right to vote on all matters relative 

                    to and properly presented to the membership of CCMA. In the event there are issues requiring 

                    a vote on solely S.A.M. or I.B.M matters, only members in good standing of the respective 

                    Assembly or Ring may vote on those matters. 

Section 4.    A member may be expelled or suspended for unbecoming conduct; non-payment of dues; or

                    for actions which are determined to be detrimental to the purpose for which CCMA is

                    established. A majority vote of the officers shall be necessary to bring a member up on

                    charges. Announcement of the charges shall be made in the monthly newsletter, available

                    to all members and a 60% vote of those members in attendance at the next meeting following

                    publication of notice shall be necessary to expel or suspend a member.

ARTICLE 3

Officers

Section 1.    The membership shall annually elect a slate of officers who shall be charged with the 

                    the government and management of CCMA. The offices shall be president, vise-president

                    secretary and treasurer. Officers shall serve for a one year term and there shall be no limit to 

                    the number of terms a member may hold any position.

Section 2.    Annually, in the month of March, the President will appoint a nominating committee. The 

                    Nominating Committee will meet and present a slate of officers to CCMA at the April

                    meeting. Open nominations from the floor will also be accepted at the April meeting. The

                    candidates for each position shall be listed in the newsletter following the April meeting.

                    All members in attendance at the May meeting shall have one vote for each position. The

                    Candidate receiving the majority of votes will be elected. If there are no challenges to any

                     position, the member nominated by the Nomination Committee shall be deemed elected.

Section 3.     If the president resigns, is removed or is otherwise unable to serve out his or her term, the 

                     vice-president shall assume the duties of the president for the remainder of the term. If any

                     other officer resigns, is removed or is unable to fulfill the term of office, the president shall 

                     be empowered to appoint a member in good standing to fulfill the vacated office for the 

         remainder of the term until the next annual election.

Section 4.     All officers must be members in good standing. Forfeiture of good standing in CCMA, 

                     Assembly or Ring shall result in removal from held office.

ARTICLE 4

Duties of the Officers of CCMA

Section 1.    The officers shall set dues and fees, have care, control and custody of the funds and assets of 

                    the organization, and be responsible for the government and management of CCMA. The 

                    officers shall meet regularly, prior to the monthly meeting or at any other time that is agreeable

to them, to conduct any business that is to be presented to the membership. All meetings of the officers may be attended by any member in good standing. Members of CCMA may participate in any issues discussed before the officers but shall have no vote. Three officers must be present to constitute a quorum. Only if an issue results in a tie vote among the officers, may that issue be presented to the general membership for a majority vote determination.

Section 2.    The president shall preside over all officer and general membership meetings. The president

                    shall appoint such committees as it is deemed necessary to carry out the purposes of the 

                    CCMA. Any member in good standing may be eligible to serve on a committee. The president 

                    shall also be the co-caretaker of the CCMA treasury.

Section 3.    The vice-president shall assist the president in his/her duties and fill in for the president in 

his/her absence. If both the president or vice-president are absent, either the secretary or  treasurer may preside over the meeting. In the unlikely event none of the officers are present at the time of a regularly scheduled meeting, a formal meeting will be waived, no business will be discussed, and the attending members will participate in the meeting planned activities.

Section 4.    The secretary shall maintain the minutes of all meetings, supervise correspondence, maintain 

                    CCMA records and prepare and distribute the newsletter.

Section 5.    The treasurer shall collect all dues and handle all disbursements. He/she shall maintain 

                    accurate records of all financial activities and submit the same for review when requested by

                    the president for an audit. The treasurer shall be caretaker of any CCMA bank account or

                    financial holdings.

ARTICLE 5

Duties of Assembly / Ring Officers

Section 1.    Assembly 21 and Ring 278 shall elect its own internal officers as is necessary. An officer of 

                    CCMA may hold an officer position concurrently in the Assembly and/or Ring. Duties of 

        Assembly or Ring officers shall be regulated by each organizations internal by-laws. 

Section 2.     S.A.M. Assembly secretary or his/her designee shall be responsible for submitting the 

 monthly Assembly report to the M-U-M for publication. Assembly secretary shall also receive and notify members of correspondence from the national office or other S.A.M. assemblies. 


         I.B.M. Ring secretary or his/her designee shall be responsible for submitting the monthly

                     Ring report to the Linking Ring for publication. The Ring secretary shall also receive and

                     notify members of correspondence from the national office or other I.B.M. Rings.

ARTICLE 6

Membership Meetings

Section 1.    Membership meetings shall be held on the second Monday of each month, with the exception

                    of December. No fewer than six membership meeting will be held every year.

Section 2.    CCMA calendar year shall begin on June 1 and end the following May 31.

Section 3.    Twenty-five per cent of the membership, with at least two officers in attendance shall 

                    constitute a quorum for all matters as to which the Membership must vote. 

ARTICLE 7

Rules of Procedure

Section 1.    The CCMA shall be guided in its procedures by Robert’s Rules of Order, latest edition, when 

                    no other rules have been specifically established in the by-laws.

ARTICLE 8

Dissolution

Section 1.     Upon dissolution of the CCMA, its assets shall be distributed to the S.A.M. Assembly 21 and 

                     I.B.M. Ring 278 in proportion to the number that each group’s membership bears to the total 

                     membership.   

ARTICLE 9

Amendments

Section 1.    The By-Laws of CCMA may be adopted, amended or repealed by the affirmative vote of 60%

 of the members of CCMA present at a duly constituted meeting of said members, called with notice containing an accurate description of the proposed amendment(s).
